Last year, the 10th group held national meetings and youth rights advocacy activities from
April to December, and proposed policies on designating youth safety zones near out-of-
school youth support centers, activating exchanges between out-of-school youth, and

supporting physical activities and college entrance exams.

The 11th youth group appointed this year consists of 36 out-of-school youths selected
through recommendations from city/county out-of-school youth support centers. They will
receive a letter of appointment from the Gyeonggi Province Governor and will work until
December 31. In addition to education to strengthen rights advocacy, policy proposals and
announcements, they will participate in Gyeonggi Province’s unique programs such as

leadership camps, election experience, and policy proposal announcements.
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
